Different Teachings&Perspectives- The Whole Story?

For this lesson I would suggest at Step 1 asking students to discuss the differences in any versions and for the implications for the moral or lesson 

Differences might include:

Red Riding Hood saving herself by tricking the wolf
Grandmother and Red both being eaten


[bookmark: _GoBack]The lesson might be developed further by asking how the story has changed over time and how the versions relate to concerns in society and gender relations in particular.
