4. Give an example of TWO of the above biases in real life, in each case explaining a sample situation and the positive or negative outcome of this bias

5. "True conversation... requires the patience to listen and the courage to learn, to be surprised, to arrive at a conclusion you’d never have foreseen when you set out from your home harbors. And it is fueled by the kind of questions you wouldn’t normally think to ask." Considering the definition of 'positive discussion' above - outline what a 'negative discussion' looks like, using specific who/where/when examples:



6. Considering our discussion of the census, and identity labelling, recall as many categories of identity as you can e.g. nationality

7. List one positive and one negative of identity labelling

8. Outline some beliefs of those who have a left wing/liberal political identity - including opinions on tax, government regulations and social issues (immigration, military, health etc.)

9. Outline some beliefs of those who have a right wing/conservative political identity - including opinions on tax, government regulations and social issues (immigration, military, health etc.)

10. Recall one government department you would like to participate in, and explain one change you would make within this department and why.

11. Banned Books - Write a paragraph on the ethics of banning books; outlining one reason why banning books might be considered RIGHT and one reason why banning books might be considered WRONG:

12. Take Back the City - Write a paragraph on the ethics of the Take Back the City Housing movement. Outline the WHO/WHERE/WHEN/WHY of the movement, and explain if and why you think it was WRONG or RIGHT:

13. Ethical Ed in Science - Science can interfere with nature in a number of ways (medicine, experimentation, manipulating populations and childbirth). Identify ONE way that science interferes with nature and explain whether you think it is WRONG or RIGHT:
